Dear Parents/Guardians,

Welcome back everyone to another school year in St Bronagh’s P.S. and we hope you all had a wonderful summer break.
School will restart for P2 - P7 pupils with an Induction Day on Thursday 31st August. All pupils will go home at 12 noon on August 31st and please note there is no school meal service that day. Normal school days’ resume on Friday 1st September. There are separate arrangements in place for our new P1 pupils, which have already been communicated to parents/guardians.
We welcome Mrs Donna Fegan to our staff and she will be teaching in P3 from Wednesdays – Fridays. Currently Mr Magee is on sick leave and Mr Murney will teach the P7 class in his absence. Mr Stephen Mc Conville will teach in P6.
Monday 25th September is a School Development Day for staff, so pupils are not in attendance that day.

Please note the following arrangements for this year -

8.45 a.m. - school will open for pupils arriving early and they should report directly to the assembly hall, entering through external assembly hall door, where Mr Gallagher will be on duty each day.

9 a.m. - school will open for pupils to report to their classrooms, entering through the top green gate and making their way to their cloakroom doors. Pupils already in the assembly hall will be escorted to their classrooms.
9.15 a.m. - class begins for all pupils.

9.30 a.m. – registration closes and pupils arriving after this time should report to the main office.

9.30 – 9.45 a.m. – daily mile.

10.30 – 10.45 a.m. break for P1-P3.

10.45 – 11 a.m. break for P4-P7.

12 noon – 12.45 p.m. dinner break for P1-P3.

12.30 – 1.15 p.m. dinner break for P4-P7.

1.55 p.m. – school finishes for P1 pupils, with dismissal from the green gate.

2 p.m. - school finishes for P2 & P3 pupils. P2 will be dismissed from the green gate and P3 from outside the front door of the school.

3 p.m. school finishes for P4-P7. P4 will be dismissed from the green gate, P5 via the assembly hall door and P6 & P7 via the bottom door and walking up past the school kitchen to the front of the school.
General Points - 
We are still in the process of setting up our new ParentPay facility, which we hope will be available to access very soon. In the meantime, please continue to pay for school meals (£2.60), afterschool clubs etc in cash and we will advise you when the new system is operational.
Please label all school items with the pupil’s name.

Please do not send in party invitations, buns or cake to be distributed through school.
Given the current pressure on family budgets due to the continuing cost-of-living crisis, we would encourage parents/guardians to source whichever uniform is more affordable which in most cases in the P.E. uniform. Many thanks to our Eco-committee and PTA for their help with the Uniform Recycling Scheme last June. A total of 168 items were recycled through this extremely worthwhile initiative.
P2 & P3 parents/guardians please note that the afterschool club from 2 – 3 p.m. will resume on Friday September 1st at a cost of £2 per day per pupil. This facility will be available to P1 pupils when they stay in school for the full day.
Afterschool GAA clubs will be available led by Ronan Mc Cartan from the week beginning Monday 11th September at a cost of £2 per pupil per session (more details will be available next week).

Parent/teacher meetings will take place before hallowe’en, with Friday 27th October being sent aside to facilitate this.

The Flu Vaccination Programme for pupils will be administered in school on Tuesday 7th November and further information and consent forms will be available early in the new school year.

Please ensure that we have up to date contact details by informing our school office of any changes from last year.

We will continue to use our school website and messaging service to keep you informed as things progress throughout the school year.
This year, we are continuing with the Social and Emotional Learning scheme called the PATHS® programme which is designed for use with primary school children. The purposes of the PATHS® programme are to enhance the social competence and social understanding of children, as well as to facilitate educational processes in the classroom. The PATHS® Programme for Schools (UK Version) has been adapted for a UK audience by Barnardo’s NI. We would encourage parents/guardians to discuss the learning elements of this programme as the opportunities arise throughout the year.
